Objectives

What is the meaning of gender-based violence?

GBV is described violence which is directed at an individual based on his or her biological sex
OR gender identity. This includes physical, sexual, verbal, emotional, and psychological abuse,
threats, coercion, and economic or educational deprivation, whether occurring in public or
private life

e domestic violence;
e sexual harassment;
e acid throwing;
e reproductive coercion;
e female infanticide;
e prenatal sex selection;
e obstetric violence;
e online gender-based violence; and
e mob violence; as well as harmful customary or traditional practices.

against women, targeted across sectors and leading to multisectoral plans of action for
coordinated responses to this form of violence.

e Mapping services, activities and violence-related legislation to create an effective
mechanism for a multisectoral approach to strengthening the health sector response to
violence against women, and identifying gaps and priorities to move forward.

e Conducting rapid assessment of health sector readiness to increase safe and
confidential identification, response, referral and documentation of violence, in order to
identify barriers to strengthening health sector response to violence against women and
highlighting areas where interventions should be targeted.
